Award Categories

· Preservation (Commercial) – Restoration of an historic commercial structure

· Historic Neighborhood Infill (Residential) – New residential building that integrates sensitively with its historic environment

· Historic Neighborhood Infill (Commercial) – New commercial building that integrates sensitively with its historic environment

The entry deadline for your submission is September 1, 2010.
All winners will receive distinctive Blast for the Past awards and will be honored at Historic Charlotte’s 10th annual preservation celebration, Blast for the Past, on October 21, 2010 at the Mint Museum Uptown. Information about award winners will be included in Historic Charlotte’s Blast for the Past press materials, on the Historic Charlotte website, and in our magazine, The Column.  Winners will also receive two tickets to Blast for the Past.  
Nomination Criteria

Nominated projects must have been completed within the last three years and must exemplify aspects of effective preservation, historic renovation, adaptive reuse and/or new construction or neighborhood planning within a historic context. Nominated projects must be located within the
